Burruss Correctional Training Center (BCTC) is located in 
Forsyth, Georgia, and opened in 1986 with 300 adult male 
offenders. BCTC is a medium-security facility with a physical 
capacity to house approximately 800 offenders. Capacity 
includes housing for 98 juveniles sentenced as adults 17 
years of age.
