e Children of female offenders are seven times more likely to become incarcerated than those
of the non-incarcerated females
e Female offenders report leaving behind one to 10 children in the care of others during
incarceration
e Pathways to crime include a long history of sexual and/or physical abuse, trauma, unhealthy
relationships or substance use:
- Approximately 50% were physically abused
- Approximately 45% have a history of sexual abuse
- 75% had drugs involved in convictions
